1. Background 

According to UNICEF, intercountry adoption is among the range of stable care 
options for a child whose family is unavailable, unable or unwilling to care for 
her/him, to enable the child to grow up in a loving, caring and supportive 
environment.  
For Thailand, intercountry adoption is conducted in conformity with the principles 
and provisions of the Hague Convention on Protection of Children and Co-operation 
in Respect of Intercountry Adoption, to which Thailand has been a signatory since 
2004. Pursuing intercountry adoption is under the purview of the Child Adoption 
Center, Department of Children and Youth, Ministry of Social Development and 
Human Security of Thailand. A principal function of the Child Adoption Center is 
to facilitate and support the holistic development of Thai adopted children. 
Following legal adoption by families abroad, the Child Adoption Center maintains a 
commitment to ensuring long-term wellbeing of adopted Thai children through 
various initiatives, including post-adoption support.  

"Nativeland Visit Program” is a cornerstone of this post-adoption support. To date, 
the Program has been successfully convened on nine occasions, typically at three-to-
four-year intervals: in 1992, 1995, 1999, 2002, 2006, 2009, 2011, 2015, and most 
recently in 2019. 

In light of this, Thailand, through the Department of Children and Youth, Ministry 
of Social Development and Human Security, is organising the 10th Nativeland Visit 
Program. The event aims to, among others, bring adopted Thai children back to 
Thailand to connect with their roots, culture, and identity, fostering love for their 
homeland and inspiring them to give back to the Thai community.
